“The toilets and class rooms 

in the basement should be aban- 

doned. Two of the 12 rooms 

available would, of necessity, be 

required for toilets leaving ten 

rooms of which four are utilized 

by the grade school. This leaves 

six to go. 

“The 1929 building, known as 

the High School, has three rooms 
and four laboratories (home ec- 

onomics and science) on the 

second floor or a total of seven 

rooms exclusive of the laborator- 

ies. 

~ “This would mean there are 
17 rooms available for use in the 

grades and seventh and eighth 

grade groups and the elementary 

program. 

“At present grades seven and 

eight use six rooms; grades five 

and six use four rooms, or a 
total of ten rooms, leaving us 

seven rooms fo go of the 17 

for future expansion. First and 

second grades should have each 

an additional room now. Thus 

the five rooms left would be 

filled in that many years or 
less. 

“To add to the present plant 

would over-tax the heating facil- 

ities which should undergo a 

major renovation now to con- 

serve fuel. There are three dis- 

tinct units or installations of dif- 

ferent period piping and radi- 

ation in the present system. 

“Other difficulties encountered 

would be inability to free pres- 

ent old facilities during renova- 
tion or rebuilding. 

“A study of renovation and ad- 

dition would not cost less, but 

possibly more in addition to the 

inconvenience suffered during 

the reconstruction period. 
“All reports in the news indi- 

cate increased enrollments and 

rising building costs for the next 

ten years or more. 

“A follow-up study will be en- 

gaged in next Wednesday even- 

ing, at 7:30 o’clock.”
