This opinion was voiced 

this week by Insurance Com- 

missioner Rober A. Short who 
said that, for the first time, 

Delaware motorists can re- 
duce their premium rates 

through deductions in the 
PIP coverage, which takes in- 

to account such factors as 
medical benefits, loss of 

wages from work, and ser- 

vices that have to be pur- 
cnased as ithe result of an 
accident. 

“We have insisted that this 
deductible feature be incor- 

porated as a basic part of 
Delaware’s approach to no- 

fault insurance so that the 
resulting auto insurance pro- 

gram will be as economical 

and as efficient as possible 

in our state,” Short said. 
“Without a flexible program 
of deductions many of our 

citizens would have ended up 
paying twice for coverage and 
collecting only once.” 

Short explained that, if a 
person belongs to a large 
health insurance group such 

as Blue Cross, he is covered 

all of the time, not just when 
in an automobile. If he 
were to buy similar coverage 
in his auto insurance policy, 

he would probably be unable 

to collect from both sources 
and thus would be paying 

for protection he was not 
receiving. 

“The same principle ap-

Color Sexing For 
Chicks 

It’s easy to tell a rooster 

from a hen. One greets the 

dawn with a loud noise 
the other lays eggs. 

But, telling the difference 

when the chicks are newly 

hatched is another story. Or 

rather, it has been another 

story. 

Tom D. Runnels, associate 

professor of animal science at 

the University of Delaware, 

has studied a commercially- 

available breed of chickens 

which has a distinct color 

difference between male and 

female chicks. Even mnewly- 

hatched chicks. 

The cockerels are per- 

fectly white, while the females | 
have a red tinge on the head 

and back, Runnels says. 
Color sexing can be done 

very «quickly. In fact, 
says they can be separated 

just as rapidly as chicks could 

be transferred to shipping 

in the early" 

he | 

The manure a cow or steer 

produces a day is as much 

waste per day as sixteen 
humans, a hog or sheep as 

much as two humans, and 

seven chickens as much as 
one. Livestock and poultry 

produce ‘ten times more 
waste than our 

population and this is be- 

coming a problem. Added to 

this is the fact that most of 
these wastes are produced un- 

der concentrated conditions. 

Ten or fifteen years ago, 
there were not as many 

animals per farm and manure 
disposal was taken care of 

easier. Farmers at that time, 
and some still do, loaded the 
manure by hand and spread 

it on the ground. 

These old 

methods of waste disposal 
don’t work today on highly 

concentrated specialized farms 
for two reasons. Economic 

studies indicate that the cost 
of handling manure by hand 

makes this method no longer 
competitive in price with 

chemical fertilizers. Many 

large scale confinement opera- 

tions with livestock and 
poultry do not have the crop- 

land or pasture on which 
they can spread the manure. 

At the present time, there 
is much research going on in 

animal waste management. 

But a new wrinkle has been 
recently added. Scientists are 

looking for new ways to re- 

claim or recycle these wastes 
rather than disposing of them. 

According to some animal 
nutritionists, processed animal 

wastes may be worth more 
as a feed than a fertilizer. If 

this is so, then long discard- 
ed farm practices of running 

hogs behind cattle may again 

be practiced with a modern 

twist. 
The scientists have been 

scraping the manure off the 
feeding floor, blending it with 

hay and corn, and putting it 
in the silo. According to 

scientific study, the fermenta- 
tion destroys the pathogenic 

organisms and degrades resi- 
dues, antibacterials and other 

compounds that might be pre- 

sent in the manure. 

In this day of man going to 
the moon, recycling of man- 

ure for feeding purposes could 
become a new industry in the 

livestock nutrition field!

In some parts of India, the 

two years from 1967 to 1969 
made the difference between 

starvation and villages over- 
flowing with wheat. 

That's just one of "agricul- 
tural consultant with the 

Rockefeller Foundation.

Farm Journal magazine spoke 
recently to members of the 

Society of Agricultural 

Women and Alpha Jeta, nait- 

ional honorary agricultural 

fraternity, at the University 

of Delaware. 

Dr. Norman Borlaug’s work 

with dwarf wheat varieties 
won him a Nobel Prize and 
will make India and Pakistan 

self-sufficient as far as wheat 

is concerned. 
According to Streeter, the 

Green Revolution also extends 

to other crops. A dwarf rice 
developed by the Internation- 

al Rice Research Institute in 
the Philippine Islands has 

been called miracle rice. It, 
alone, made the difference 

between starvation and near- 

plenty in rice in Asia. 
And, plant scientists have 

also developed new corn and 

sorghum varieties, Streeter 

added. 
Such new “miracle” plants 

aren't easy to develop, he 

stated. Borlaug looked at two 

million individual wheat 

plants that had the character- 
istics he wanted. From that 

one plant came the seed that 

revolutionized Eastern: agri- 

culture. 
Scientists searched through- 

out Asia for superior rice 

varieties. The “Miracle Rice” 

strain was discovered in a 

farmer’s field on Taiwan. 
Other agricultural success 

stories are less spectacular, 

but important, Streeter com- 

mented. An International Ex- 

change of Breeding Plants has 

been established. 

Now, germ plasm banks 

most of the known crop plant 

varieties, usually as seeds. 

Some rare, wild variety of 

corn from the Andes Mount- 

ains, for instance, may be 

resistant to a particular dis- 

ease. 
A plant scientist, searching 

for just that characteristic, 

can write the germ plasm 

bank and get plants that meet 

his requirements. 
High-lysine corn is the 

third development Streeter 

discussed. Millions of people 

live mostly on corn, but all- 

corn diets are deficient in 

protein. 
Fifteen years ago, a corn 

variety with more protein— 

high lysine corn—was de- 
veloped at Purdue University, 

Lafayette, Ind. If fed to chil- 
dren dying from a common 

protein-deficiency disease, the 

children will recover, Street-     er said.

U. Of D. Tests 
For Meatier Hog 

Sonar was once used to 
find enemy submarines. 

Now, it can tell Delaware 

pork producers which hogs 
are meaty and fast growing. 

The Scanogram is an elect- 

ronic animal tester owned, in 
pant, by the Cooperative Ex- 

tension Service at the Uni- 
versity of Delaware. 

It's being used in one of 

the first such swine programs 

in the United States to im- 
prove breeding stock, accord- 

ing to Dr. Richarrd Fowler, 

extension livestock specialist. 
As consumers demand less 

fatty pork, more hog markets 
are willing to pay a premium 

for high grade yield pork. 
Two such Pennsylvania mar- 
kets alone can absorb more 

than the 80,000 hogs sold 

each year from Delaware, 

Fowler says. 

But, the only way to get 

consistently meatier, fast 

growing hogs .is to breed for 

these qualities. And that’s 

where the (Scanogram can 
help. 

A quick pass down the boar 
or gilt’s back and Dr. Fowler 

can measure the back fat 
and loin eye. The more 

muscle compared to fat, the 
meatier the hog. 

Fowler says the measure- 

ments agree very closely 

with carcass measurements— 

within less than one-tenth 
inch for back fat and four- 

  

tenths square inch for loin 

eye. : 
Of course, the Scanogram is 

only one tool in choosing 
meatier hogs; confirmation 

and other factors also count, 
as in the past. 

For greatest accuracy, boars 
should be tested when they 

weigh between 180 - 240 
pounds, Fowler says. 

A premium price at the 
market is not the only reason 
to breed for meatier type 

he adds. Even hogmen who 
sell at markets which offer 

no price incentives can pro- 
fit. 

These hogs are typically 

fast growing; they convert 
feed to meat more efficiently. 

They can dollars where it 

counts. 
The University of Delaware 

charges a minimal fee for the 
Scanogram test program. 

The $6000 Scanogram is 

jointly owned by the Univer- 
sities of Delaware and Mary- 

land, the Maryland Beef 

Cattle Association and the 
Maryland Pork Producers.
