The ILake Forest School District
recently went through an audit of their
1986 fiscal year accounts and contracts
which resulted in citations for violating
areas including investments, revenue,
construction and grants administra-
tion, and contracts.

Dr. James H. VanSciver, superinten-
dent of the Lake Forest School District
said that the report, released by Dennis
E. Greenhouse, state auditor of
accounts, showed that 95 percent of
what'the audit found in the district was
good and only five percent was bad.
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The audit found ‘that the district did
not comply with a state law regarding a
custodial contract for $18,000 and that
the district failed to publicly advertise
the contract. Also, the district did not
always accept the lowest bid.

Richard Moretti, assistant for
administrative services for the Lake
Forest School District explained the
situation by saying, ‘“There is a state
law that states, when the district exceeds
$10,000 for bids, they must advertiseina
newspaper. What we did was solicit the
bids directly to five different vendors
instead of advertising it .in a
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newspaper.”’

““As far as not accepting the lowest
bids, sometimes we didn’t because the
product at ' the lowest price was
sometimes not of the best quality and
we didn’t except it for that reason.”

The district was also cited for a §78,923
contract for roof repair awarded to a
contractor by the district which was
done without full liability insurance
and without a performance bond.

According to Moretti, “We had one
bidder apply for the job and he
requested a waiver of the performance
bond, and the board accepted a letter of

credit instead. The district was cited
because it wasn’t stated in the original
contract that the board could waive the
preformance bond and accept a letter of
credit. We have now been informed that
in the future to include a statement in
our contracts that will allow for
changes.”

Another citation the district received
was for a federal reimbursement of
$24,126.75 from the Enviromental
Protection Agency for asbestos removal
which was deposited in a fund that gave
interest on more than 40 percent of the
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balance which violated a state law.
Moretti said, ‘““The $24,126.75 was put

into an account that paid interest to the

school district instead of to the state.

The account was to have paid 40
percent of the interst ot the district and
60 percent to the state. Instead, the
money was mistakenly put into the
wrong account and the district received
100 percent of the interest and the state
received nothing.”

Under the revenue section, the audit
found that the school district
overcharged wusers of the school

facilities a total of $302.50 after
establishing a new energy charge.

“The problem with users of the
school’s facilities being overchaged was
resolved before the auditors left the
district and that problem did not fall
under the 1986 fiscal year which the
report was suppose to cover, but it fell
under the 1987 fiscal year,” according to
Moretti.

“Those areas where problems were
found either have been or are being
taken care of and corrected,” Moretti
said.

Fleming returns to head L

varsity football program

He last coached in 1985 when he took
the fighting Lake Forest Spartans to the
Division II High School football state
tournament. Although the Spartans
lost that game in the closing minutesof
the ball game, it was nonetheless typical
of a Jim Fleming coached football
team...well prepared. That year his
team was 7-2-1.

In 1976, the Lake Forest School Board
offered Coach Fleming a coaching and
teaching contract at the high school
level. He took a fumbling, staggering
football program and slowly but surely
began to put into place a program of
conditioning and physical dominance.

His teams immediately showed signs
of being well coached, well prepared,
and basically well conditioned. ‘““The
weight lifting program was the single
thing that started Lake Forest on the
rebuilding road”’, said Fleming from
the practice field this week.

Over the 10 years he headed the
football program at Lake Forest, he was
involved in many, many close games.
His overall record (unofficial) is 46-48-
6. Many of the losses were by one point
or by one touchdown. He operated his
teams from the “Veer offense”’, which
provided for ball handling and the
options.

It was a sound program and with
Coach Fleming's quick teams, the
system seemed to work well for the
Spartans. There were fumbles and

particularly at crucial points in the
game. That's football and not
necessarily the type of offense you are
running.

Throvgh the weight lifting program
he hus manuge: o have real .good
linemen and linebackers putting
several on the “All State squads’”’. “This
year I am looking to the seniors for
leadership. We have Marvin Hicks (all-
state lineman) Bobby Reed (split end
and safety), and Jimmy Boling
returning from last year’s squad’’,
added Fleming.

Coach Fleming also added that he has
four more seniors returning who were
on the squad last year but saw limited
action like John Swain, Steve
Thompson, Tony Noble, and Doug
Morrison.

Coach Fleming has most of his former
coaching staff with him this year with
Coaches Chester Scott taking charge of
the offensive and defensive backs, Al
Wood with the 9th grade squad, Bill
Eisenbrey dealing with the line backers
and Bill Falasco handling the offensive
line.

Coach Fleming said the team will
continue to use the run option offense
“...but we will putina different passing
game”. Coach Fleming, knowing he
has a young team, will be looking for
ball control and a tough defense. “We
have a bunch of good athletes...and I am

Surplus Food Distribution
set for September

The next quarterly distribution of
USDA donated surplus foods will take
place Wednesday, September 16 in
Sussex County and Thursday,
September 17 in Kent County. The State
Division of Purchasing, which
administers the program, will again be
assisted by fire companies, their ladies
auxiliaries, Jaycees, State Granges and
other volunteers.

According to Connie Biddle, Program
Coordinator, more than 400,000 needy
households have now been recipients of
USDA donated food. “We are extremely
fortunate to have such dedicated
volunteers involved in this program”
said Biddle. ‘“They are the people
responsible for distributing 6,700,000
pounds of food to Delaware’s needy
families.

Delaware residents who receive food
stamps, general assistance, or AFDC
will be mailed food vouchers from the
Division of Purchasing which entitles
them to USDA donated food
commodities. The September vouchers
will be mailed several days prior to the
date of distribution. The person to
whom the woucher is adressed or a
representative authorized by that
person must take the voucher to the
location nearest them in exchange for
the food. Persons on the above listed
public assistance programs may no
longer receive surplus food at these

distributions by presenting their
assistance cards. They must have a
voucher.

Also eligible are those with total
household incomes not exceeding 185%
of the poverty level.

Only one person per household may
apply. Persons applying under the
income eligibility guidelines will not
receive vouchers, but must present their
driver’s license or Social Security card as
identification.

Homebound recipients in this
category can also have someone pick up
their food by completing a form that
their representatives must present at the
distribution - center. The s¢forms are
available now at all State Service
Centers. Forms can also be obtained at
distribution sites during the hours of

Do you qualify for

Before tax reform, eligibility to set up
an IRA account focused on a person’s
age and ability to earn income. “You
simply had to be under 70% years old
and be a wage earner,” explains
University of Delaware extension home
economist Sally Foulke. “Once the
account was established, you could
deduct up to $2,000 of the annual
contribution on your income tax
return. Interest on money in the
account was compounded tax-deferred.
An IRA provided a way to save for
retirement.

Before tax reform, wage earners could
set up an IRA for their nonemployed
spouses. Self-employed small business
owners and farmers were also elibigle to
have one.

The 1986 Tax Reform Act, however,
restricts individual deductions for
money placed in an IRA account. This
change has left many people wondering
if they can and should have an IRA.

“The amount of allowable deduction
now depends on two factors,” Foulke
says--whether you are an ‘‘active
participant” in a retirement plan where
you work, and the amount of your
adjusted gross income (AGI).

You are considered an active
participant if you are covered by a
company pension plan, profit-sharing,
401 (k), or some other type of plan,
whether or not your benefits are vested.
Vested means you have worked enough
years to qualify for a pension. “If either
you or your spouse is covered by an
employer-sponsored plan, you are both
considered covered,” Foulke says.

The IRA deduction begins to phase
out as your adjusted gross income rises
above $25,000 on an individual return
and $40,000 on a joint return. If it falls
below these thresholds, you can still
fully deduct the $2,000 deposited into
the IRA provided you're not an active
participant. As your earnings exceed
these levels, the maximum deduction
goes down $10 for each $50 of extra
adjusted gross income.

“Fortunately,” Foulke says, “the 1986
tax law did not change one of the
advantages of having an IRA--earnings
grow tax-deferred. That means taxes on
the earnings of IRA accounts are
deferred until the money in the
is withdrawn. Even when

some money is withdrawn, the balance
in the account continues to grow tax-
deferred.

“With compounding,”” she says,
“money grows quickly. Thus, over
time, this tax-deferred compounding
will do more for'you than the initial tax
deduction.”

Take the case of Tom and Mary, who
decide to invest $2,000 in an IRA.
Compounded quarterly at 7 percent,
their initial one-time investment of
$2,000 with grow to $38,000 in 30 years.

If they put the same sum at the sanie rate -

in a taxable investment, it would only
grow to $9,000 over the same time
period.

““An IRA is one of several ¢
can use to save for your retirement,”” the
home economist says. “‘Even if you are
no longer eligible to deduct the full
contribution, consider the interest that
will accumulate tax-deferred. Experts
suggest that nondeductible IRA
contributions be maintained in a
separate account. This will simplify
bookkeeping later on and helps you
avoid paying unnecessary taxes.’

Free and Reduced Price Meal Policy

Lake Forest School District officials
announced recently the district policy
, for free & reduced price meals for
" children served under the National
School Lunch and School Breakfast
Programs. Each school and the office of
the Lake Forest Food ‘Service
Department has a copy of the policy,
which may be reviewed by any
interested party.

The foliowing household size and
income criteria will . be used for
determining eligibility:

Children from households whose

. income is at or below the levels shown

are eligible for free or reduced price
meals.

Application forms are being sent to all
homes with a letter to parents or
guardians. To apply for free or reduced
price meals, households should fill out
the application and return it to the
school. Additional copies are available
at the principal’s office in each school.
The information provided on the
application will be used for the purpose
of determining eligibility and may be
verified at any time during the school
year by school and other program
officials.

For the school officials to determine
eligibility, the households receiving
food stamps on AFDC must list the
child’s name, their food stamps or
AFDC case number and the signature
and name of an adult household
member. Households not receiving
food stamps or AFDC must list: names
of all household members; social
security numbers of all adult household
members or a statement that the
household member does not possess
one; total household income, and the
amount and source of the income
received by each household member;
and the signature of an adult household
member certifying that the information
is correct.

Applications may be submitted any
time during the school year.

Under the provisions of the free and

. reduced price policy, a Food Service

Official will review applications and
Parents or
guardians dissatisfied with the ruling of

the official may wish to discuss the
decision with the determining official
on aninformal basis. If the parents wish
to make a formal appeal, they may
make a request, either orally or in
writing to Mr. Richard D. Moretti,
Assistant for Administrative Services,
Lake Forest School District, Dorman
Street, Harrington, Delaware 19952,
telephone 398-3244, for a hearing to
appeal the decision. The policy
contains an outline of the hearing
procedure.

Households that list a food stamp or
AFDC case number must report when
the household no longer receives these
benefits. Other households approved
for benefits are required to report
increases in household income of over
$50.00 per month or $600.00 per year
and decreases in household size. Also, if
a household member becomes
unemployed or if the household size
increases, the household should contact

the school. Such changes may make the
children of the household eligible for
benefits if the household’s income falls

.at or below the levels shown above.

In certain cases foster children are also
eligible for school meal benefits. If a
household wishes to apply for benefits
for foster children living with them, the
household should contact the school for
more information.

The information provided by the
household is confidential and will be
used only for purposes of determining
eligibility and verifying data.

In the operation of child feeding
programs administered by the U.S.
Department of Agriculture, no child
will be discriminated against because of
race, color, sex, national origin, age or
handicap. If any member of a
household believes they have been
discriminated against, they should
write immediately to the Secretary of
Agriculture, Washington, D.C. 20250.

Blackwater National Wildlife Refuge to hold deer hunt

The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service
will open a portion (about 3400 acres) of
the Blackwater National Wildlife
Refuge to deer hunting for two days,
November 28 and 30, during the
Maryland firearms deer season this fall.
The hunt will be by permit only.

Those interested in applying for a
permit should mail or bring an
application to: Blackwater National
Wildlife Refuge, Route 1, Box 121,
Cambridge, Maryland 21618. Submit
your application on a regular 8 1/2” x 5
12/" post card that must be received by
the close of business Thursday, October
1, or be postmarked no later than that
date. Applications must include legible
FULL NAMES AND ADDRESSES.
Applicants must indicate their first and
second choice of hunt dates by placing
the dates in the upper left corner of their
application. Applications containing
more than one name will be not be
accepted; more than one application
per person or applications containing
false information are prohibited.

Hunters will be selected at a public
drawing at the refuge visitor Center
Thursday, October 8, at 1:00 p.m.
Applicants need not be present to be
selected.

Deer hunting will be limited to the
following areas:

Area A - east of refuge headquarters off
Bestpitch Ferry Road; Area B - north of
Key Wallace Drive; Area C - west of
refuge headquarters off Route 335; Area
D - east of Smithville Road; and Area H
- refuge headquarters area.

The hunting dates for Areas A, B, C
and D are November 28 and 30, 1987.
The hunting date for Area H is
November 80, 1987. There will be no
more.than 30 permits issued for Area A
(15 for each day), 50 permits for Area B
(25 for each day), 20 permits for Area C
(10 for each day), 40 permits for Area D
(20 for each day), and 20 permits for
Area H. A total of 160 individual
permits will be issued for the two
hunting days. Permit recipients will be
allowed to scout their hunting areas on
either day of the first full weekend in
November (November 7 and 8) from 12
noon to 5:00 p.m. Those exercising this
privilege must check in and out at the
refuge headquarters.

Permit recipients must comply with
the State of Maryland and Federal

regulations governing hunting and the

use of National Wildlife Refuges,
including the following conditions:

1. Hunters must have in their
‘possession a valid State of Maryland
hunting license.

2. Refuge hunt permits must be carried
by permittees when scouting or
hunting,

3. Hunters must wear ina conspicuous
manner on head, chest, and back a
minimum-of 400 square inches of solid-
colored, hunter orange clothing or
material,

4. Hand guns and breech-loading
rifles are not permitted. Other weapons
legal under State regulations for deer
hunting in Dorchester County during
the firearms deer season may be used --

bow and arrow, muzzleloader, and
shotgun. All arrows in the possession of
each hunter must be permanently
marked on the shaft with the hunter’s
name and address.

In the headquarters hunt area (Area
H), hunters must remain within 30 feet
of their assigned stand, unless tracking
a wounded deer or retrieving their kill.

6. Hunting hours begin at 1/2 hour
before sunrise and end at sunset.

7. Successful applicants must check in,
in person, at the refuge check station
prior to 1 1/2 hours before legal
shooting time on the date reserved.

8. Permit slots forfeited for non-
appearance no later than 1 1/2 hours
hours before legal shooting time on the
date of a hunt or not previously filled
will be made available by a drawing at
the refuge check station 1 1/2 hours
before legal shooting time each day.

9. All deer hunt participants must
check out at the refuge check station
after concluding their hunt. All deer

killed must be presented for
examination at the refuge check station
on the day killed.

10. Refuge permits must be returned to
the refuge upon the conclusion of the
permittee’s hunt.

11. Vehicles are restricted to designated
roads and parking lots. Hunters who
park in Areas A, B, C and D must
display a parking permit on the dash of
their vehicle,

12. Contained fire cooking devices are
permitted in designated parking areas.
Open fires on the refuge are prohibited.

13. Blinds and tree stands may not be
constructed. Portable elevated stands
that do not harm trees may be used.
Metal objects may not be driven into
trees.

14. Hunters under 16 years of age must
be under the immediate supervision of
an adult as a safety requirement.

15. Use or possession of alcoholic
beverages while hunting is prohibited.

LABOR DAY - Monday, September 7 was set
aside as a legal public holiday and lands on the
first Monday of September. It is observed on this
day in all the states and in Canada.

The first observance of Labor Day is believed to
have been during a parade at 10 a.m. Tuesday,
1882 in New York City, probably
organized by Peter J. McGuire, a carpenters and
joiners union secretary.

In 1883, a union resolution declared ‘“‘the first
Monday in September of each year a Labor Day.”

In 1887, Oregon became the first state to make
Labor Day a legal holiday. By 1893 more than half
of the states were observing Labor Day on one or
another day, and a bill to establish Labor Day as a
federal holiday was introduced in Congress.

On June 28, 1894, President Grover Cleveland
signed into law an act making the first Monday in
September a legal holiday for federal employees
and the District of Columbia.

Dear Editor:

The recgnt tragedy in a London
suburb in which a man shot and killed
14 people is sad proof that strict gun
laws do not and cannot stop determined
criminals and crazed persons in any
country from committing murderous
acts.

It is internationally acknowledged
that England’s gun laws are among the
most restrictive in the world. Automatic
firearms only may be possessed with
authority from the Home Secretary,
while rifles, pistols -- for competition
only -- and shotguns with barrels of less
than 24 inches require that a certificate
be issued by a police chief only to
persons who can show ‘““good reason”
for possession. Even long-barrelled
shotguns require a certificate.

While horrible incidents such as the
one that occurred in Hungerford are
rare in England, it is widely
acknowledged that gun-related crime
has been increasing over the past several
years despite the country’s tough gun
laws.

According to former Chief Inspector
Colin Greenwood of the Halifax,
England, Constabulary, “The use of
firearms in crime was very much less
when there were no controls.” In fact,
from 1969 to 1979 Great Britain’s gun
related crimes rose from 1,308 to 6,547,
according to a report by the U.S.
Library of Congress titled “Gun
Control Laws in Foreign Countries.” A
1971 Cambride University study of
England’s gun laws suggested
“abolishing or substantially reducing
controls.”

Most scholars agree that English
customs and culture are the
determining factors in crime rates, not
gun control. Another major factor in
the low violent crime in the country is
its system of jurisprudence. Criminals
are swiftly and severely punished for

Dear Editor:

My good friends of Harrington, I've
heard something that beats all that I
have ever heard in my whole entire life.
The council held a meeting last week
down at city hall and voted to hire
George Volenik back as a city
consultant after he quitas city manager.

Those industries and businesses here
in the past have left because the council
couldn’t get its act together and try to
accommodate them. I once went to a
Chamber of Commerce meeting and
asked them if they would consider
running a water pipe over to the shirt

their crimes. (Use of a gun ina burglary
calls for imprisonment for life.)

The answer to reducing violent crime
and gun-related crime in the United
States is tougher penalties for
criminals. But our criminal justice
system doesn’t seem to be doing the job.

In many places in' the United States --
Texas, Oklahoma and the District of
Columbia are among the leaders --
hundreds of prisoners are being released
from jail before serving their full terms
because of overcrowding. Others are
turning more and more to probation.

Two recent cases of violence show the
real problem in America: William
Cruse, who in April shot and killed six
people in Palm Bay, FL, still awaiting
trial. Cruse probably will plead not
guilty by reason of insanity, and may
never serve time in prison; and a
Virginia man who murdered a Virginia
State Trooper and another man just last
year could be eligible for parole in only
seven years.

There are approximately 20,000 gun
laws in this country, yet violent crime
continues to climb. And it is no
coincidence that crime rates, which fell
from 1980 to 1984 when the prison
population was reaching an all-time
high, now are on the rise as crowded
prisons turn prisoners loose by the
hundreds or refuse to accept new
criminals.

It’s a shame we have to be reminded of
the truth by such a painful incident
occurring so far away. It’s time we
learned the lesson. To reduce the abuse
of firearms, we must certainly and
severely punish the abusers. No law can
ever eliminate access to firearms to
those intent on inflicting evil on good
and decent people no matter where they
live.

Dear Editor:

Last week, in a very caustic article,
Jake Zimmerman, State Senator from
Dover, blasted me after I requested a
ruling from the Elections Commission-
er on a two-page political
advertisement that Senator Zimmerman
ran in the Dover Post. In a confidential
letter sent to the Elections
Commissioner I noted that Mr.
Zimmerman’s two-page political
advertisement carried no disclaimer
stating who paid for it. In a rambling
response printed in the newspaper Mr.
Zimmerman has made this matter a
public issue by stating he paid for the
advertising ‘“‘at a substantial cost to
myself”’ and then went on to suggest
that maybe Ron Smith has a
“heartburn” problem.

I guess it was overly optimistic of me to
expect a ‘“thank you” from Senator
Zimmerman. As anattorney and as Kent
County Republican Chairman I
routinely review political advertising
by elected officials and candidates.
Delaware law states: “All campaign
literature, or advertising ...shall carry
the statement: “PAID FOR BY...” 15
Del.C. 8005 (b). When such disclaimers
are absent, the public has no way of
knowing who paid for the advertising.
Did the candidate pay? Did his political
committee pay? Did some PAC pay?
Were public funds used? Disclaimers
answer these questions for the public.
But, Senator Zimmerman'’s advertising
carried no disclaimer.

He says he paid for the ad personally.
The law makes no exception. If it is a
political ad then the disclaimer is
required. Further, I would like to point
out that each member of the General
Assembly receives from the state
treasury $5,000. annually for expenses -
things like newsletters or two-page
advertisements. Is this what he means
when he says “he” paid personally? In

this case we don’t know.

Then, as if to laugh the whole issue
off, Senator Zimmerman asked his
readers to decide for themselves if his
two-page advertisement was political. I
suppose he did this in an attempt to
prove that Delaware’s election laws did
not apply. If his advertisement
pertained to an upcoming football
schedule I might understand his

cavalier attitude. But it didn’t. His
advertisement bore a sketch of
Legislative Hall, his picture and

discussed pending legislation. This
same piece of literature could easily be
used on election eve. The rational man
would conclude, as I did, that Senator
Zimmerman’s two-page ad was

political. The Attorney General now-

has the issue before him for a decision
and hopefully he will create some
guidelines to determine when an ad
becomes a political ad.

The Senator from Dover is playing
games with the public’s right to know.
The public demands accountability
and disclosure. Public servants like
Senator Zimmerman would do well to
learn this instead of hiding behind
excuses and public character assaults
such as “Ron Smith’s heartburn
problem.” I would have thought such
negative personal comments would
have been rejected by the Senator.

All Senator Zimmerman need do is
continue this pattern of behavior and I
am confident the voters of his 17th
Senatorial District will choose to vote in
a replacement. If Ron Smith has a
heartburn problem, that would be a
nice way to relieve it.

“Free Agents”

Much has been said regarding the similarities between newspapers’ sports pages
and business sections.

Ballplayers, owners and agents grapple continuously regarding the appropriate
compensation for skill, performance and longevity. It would seem that ‘““a boys’
game’’ has become a major business.

Doubtless it has.

As owners plotted to corner the market on talent, salaries inflated. The ensuing
struggle between owners resulted in substantial raises for players.

It was the basic law of economics at work. In its relative sense here, it meant
simply, substantial demand and moderate supply resulting in higher pay.

That same basic law of economics may be applied to the teaching profession. It
has had a dramatic impact here at Lake Forest where our salary scale is the lowest in
the state and one of the very lowest in our region.

Like it or not, there is a teacher shortage upon us. It is a relative shortage with
some surpluses still available in social studies and physical education and foreign
languages are emptying steadily. In some areas of the country, state-wide efforts are
being made to replenish the supply.

It isn’t working.

Some states predict shortfalls in the hundreds (or thousands) as the teacher work-
force grows older and student enrollments begin to climb. States and districts have
entered into the same struggle as owners of sports franchises in an attempt to
capture the “best” or the “rest” of the supply.

They are raising salaries.

And teachers are going where the money is.

No where is this more evident than here at Lake Forest where we have nearly
completed the laborious task of staffing our schools for the coming school year.

It wasn’t easy.

We lost, during this past spring and summer at least five people who secured
positions in other districts at a higher salary.

All told, we had 17 openings to fill. We interviewed 98 candidates for these
positions.

Then came the difficult part. After the screening process, interviewers contacted
candidates who had expressed a sincere interest in our openings. Time and again, a
total of 18 candidates indicated that they had been offered positions in other
districts...for higher pay. They took the other job.

Can we blame them?

People who live, who were born and raised in Lake Forest School District,
indicated that they had been offered positions in other districts...for higher pay.
They took the other job.

Can we blame them?

We are fortunate to have a well-trained and dedicated staff at Lake Forest. They
annually are tempted by substantial compensation elsewhere.

If they choose to leave, can we blame them?

There are citizens who now complain that teachers’ salaries already are higher
than those of others who work in our communities. That may be true.

The fact of the matter is that teachers come from a different labor pool than do
others who work in our communities. That labor pool is demanding...and getting
increased compensation with each contract that is signed.

That labor pool is drying up.

Lake Forest School District, if it is to keep pace with our neighbors in terms of
offering the best possible experience for our children, the best possible services for
our communities, must be able to increase salaries.

The passage of a referendum is critical to that increase in salaries.

If we are able to attract and retain the “‘best” or the “rest” of the supply of teachers,
we must first have the money to pay them.

You see, teachers are society’s new free agents.

With the advent of a new structure containing approximately
4,000 square feet of roof, getting rid of the water in that area might be a problem
which should have been dealt with early on.

Delmarva Power as an adjoining neighbor must be protected from the rain run off
which Councilman Temple and I had suggested.

I have met with Mr. Jonesat the JCPenney National Bank, whohas originated the
loan for the new city hall, and told him thateven though I do not favor the location
for the new city hall, I nonetheless will work to preserve the rights of the bank and
citizens of the community.

At a business meeting early Monday evening, many members in that group
approached me following the meeting to inform me that “our city hall should be
placed in the downtown business district where there are two banks, two insurance
companies, a post office, real estate firm, newspaper, fire company and Harrington
Senior Citizen Center.

I feel confident as time goes on the mistaken location for the new city hall will
become more and more dominant. The fact that the citizens of the community were
precluded from participating in a referendum vote to allow them to voice their

desire where the city hall should be is also an unpardonable sin.

Those of us in public life often get
bogged down in studies and study
reports and get to wondering whether
even half of them are worth their cost
and effort.

I was reminded of this by a newspaper
article last week that reported on a
$30,575 study about to be financed by a
federal grant and an. appropriation
from the House of Representatives.

The article reported 18 educators and
legislators spent 25 minutes trying to
define ‘‘higher order thinking’---
without success. The group then
decided to go ahead with the study of
““higher order thinking” in 15
classrooms of 2nd to 6th graders in
Delaware schools, even though they
couldn’t define it.

The Advisory Task Force for Higher
Order Thinking, headed by Rep.
Gwynne Smith, may well be producing
another study report which will wind
up gathering dust on a shelf
somewhere. I wonder whether the
money couldn’t be much better spent
buying additional textbooks or paying
additional substitute teachers for our
school districts.

About a month ago, the Department of
Transportation made public the results
of a study of East-West traffic through
Sussex County as it affected Lewes,

Rehoboth, and other resort
communities.

Secretary Kermit Justice asking me to
attend a meeting with local officials to
launch another study entitled the
Resort Area Transportation Study. The
letter also discloses that the consulting
firm of Wilbur Smith Associates has
already been hired to do the study.

Roth questions Army’s award of

gasmask contract

Some of you may remember my work
on government, especially military,
overspending. I continue to actively
investigate potential wasteful
spending. A possible example of this
has been cited by a Delaware
corporation, ILC Dover Inc. Not only
does this issue of military overspending
involve all Americans as taxpayers, but
I also thought this particular case
would be of special interest in Delaware
due to the involvement of a local
business, along with the potential for
up to one hundred new jobs should
ILC’s allegations be substantiated.
ILC filed a complaint with the U.S.
General Accounting Office (GAO)
upon failing to obtain a U.S. Army
contract for 300,000 new gas masks. ILC
entered a bid of $35 million, $17 million
dollars less than the $51.8 million bid
entered by Scott Aviation of
Pennsylvania, who got the contract.
The Army claims that the additional
$17 million is a justifiable expense on
the grounds that the Scott mask
provides greater protection. ILC
disputes that finding, not only saying
that their own mask meets all Army
specifications, but also claiming that
the Army’s testing methods are flawed
or inadequate, and that there really is

the situational theory where
circumstances must be taken 6 into
account in order to render the right
decision.
